Ross Dam to Douglas Water Treatment Plant Pipeline Duplication

Council is duplicating the Ross River Dam to Douglas Water Treatment Plant (RRD to
DWTP) pipeline, a key water infrastructure asset essential to Townsville’s water supply
which provides up to 85% of the city’s water.

Works will duplicate the existing pipeline. Installing a duplicate pipeline will further enhance
Townsville’s water security. The duplicate pipeline will cross Ross River near the dam, run
parallel to the river through the Mount Stuart Training Area before connecting to the
Douglas Water Treatment Plant.
